Water Bodies.

Furthermore, it provides a conceptual and methodological update on the
different types of studies, practical techniques, and researches conducted in the
area to professors, undergraduate and graduate students, providing opportunities

for the formation of new groups, partnerships, and contacts. In turn, it can result
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in the development of new research and extension projects that can help them in
the conception and execution of their activities, whether it is related to research
and/or professional goals.

Thus, from this great meeting of professionals, six volumes of proceedings
were generated with the works presented. Of these, the ones considered to be the
best by two scientific committees (internal and external) are presented here in this
special edition. The studies cover all areas of the event and show a little of the
ability to do science in Brazil.
